	JOHN JONES STEEL MASTER’S SCHOLARSHIP





	Regulations


John Jones Steel is a well-established company with almost forty years’ experience throughout New Zealand, and a proven ability to successfully undertake structural steel projects of any magnitude. It has a modern and well-equipped Christchurch workshop extending to more than 4,900m², providing covered facilities for every stage of the fabrication and finishing processes.  An in-house drawing office that handles all workshop drawings, quantity surveying, and programming functions gives effective liaisons with architects, engineers and clients.

The scholarship was established in 2011 by John Jones Steel, for students in the Civil and Natural Resources Engineering Department at the University of Canterbury engaged in research related to steel structures leading to the degree of Master of Engineering.

1. One scholarship will be awarded to a student enrolled or to be enrolled in a Master of Engineering (ME) degree by thesis in the Department of Civil and Natural Resources Engineering (CNRE) who is conducting research related to steel structures. 

2. The scholarship is awarded, on application, by the Council of the University of Canterbury. Applications must be made, on the appropriate form, to the Scholarships Office no later than 5.00 pm on 15 October, or, if this day is not a business day, on the first business day following.

3. To be eligible for the scholarship an applicant must have met the academic requirements for enrolment in a ME degree in the Department of CNRE by 10 December in the year of application for the scholarship. 

a. The scholarship is tenable only for the period in which the student is engaged solely on a single thesis.

b. The scholarship is tenable for the time it takes the student to complete 1.00 EFTS of the course of study for the ME degree by thesis in the Department of CNRE, subject to the student completing the Master’s degree within the time limit specified in the degree regulations.

c. Every offer of a scholarship will lapse if it is not accepted in writing by 15 February in the year following application.

d. The recipient, if not already enrolled in the ME degree, should be enrolled in the programme for that degree by 31 March in the year following application. In exceptional cases the awarding body, Council of the University of Canterbury, may extend these times by a period not exceeding six months.

4. The scholarship shall be awarded by the Council of the University of Canterbury, on the recommendation of a Selection Committee comprising:

a. a representative of John Jones Steel;

b. the Dean of Postgraduate Research or nominee;

c. the Head of the Department of CNRE or nominee;

d. another member of the Department of CNRE, who is involved in steel structure research.

5. In recommending the award the Selection Committee shall consider:

a. academic achievement;

b. character, as evidenced by a character reference provided by the applicant; and

c. research potential, as evidenced by the applicant’s project proposal or by any previous research work.

6. The scholarship is not co-tenable with a University of Canterbury Master's Scholarship.  Otherwise, the provisions of Regulation 9 of the University of Canterbury Master's Scholarships apply (see appendix).  Candidates will be required to list other awards held or applied for.

7. If there are no candidates of sufficient merit no award shall be made. In such a case the surplus funds shall be applied by the Council in the best interests of the scholarship.  

8. A condition of acceptance is that recipients will be willing to engage in UC community activities, such as student mentoring, acting as UC ambassadors, being involved with UC publicity as appropriate, and engaging with John Jones Steel.  

9. In the event of the recipient’s withdrawal from the specified course of study for which the scholarship is awarded, the scholarship will be withdrawn, and any unpaid funds will be returned to the scholarship’s fund.

10. Continuation of the scholarship is conditional on continued appropriate conduct and academic progress.

11. Every recipient must comply with the regulations for the ME degree at the University of Canterbury (see Note ii).

12. If it is necessary for their research, a recipient, with the permission of the Department of CNRE, may retain the emolument of the scholarship while carrying out research for limited periods outside the University of Canterbury.

13. Conditions of the award of the scholarships may be varied from time to time by the Council after consultation with John Jones Steel.

Notes:  

i. The current value of the scholarship is $25,000. University fees will be paid directly to the recipient’s fees account at the time of enrolment. Any balance will be paid in monthly instalments to the recipient over the term of the scholarship.  

ii. The regulations for the degree of ME are published in the University Calendar, which is available at the University's libraries, at its College administration offices, and on its Website.
